BASE BORDEN INTER-SECTION GOLF LEAGUE

2006 BY-LAWS

TERMS OF REFERENCE

1.
The President shall:


a.
preside at all meetings of the league, executives and sub-committees;


b.
represent the BBIGL and speak on its behalf;


c.
the President shall cast the deciding vote in case of any ties;


d.
the President may, at his/her discretion, order the calling of meetings of the league, the executive or its sub-committees; and


e.
the President  must call a meeting on the request of one-half (1/2) of the executive.

2.
The Vice-President shall:


a.
assume the duties of the President in his/her absence;


b.
assume those duties and responsibilities as assigned by the President of the BBIGL; and


c.
assist the Mil Sp Rep in the preparation of the annual schedule.

3.
The Secretary shall:

a.
record and produce minutes of all BBIGL meetings;


b.
develop and maintain a system of recording team lists and player registration; and


c.
perform other duties as assigned by the BBIGL President.

4. 
The Treasurer shall:

a.
handle all club finances;

b. maintain detailed financial records; and

c. perform other duties as assigned by the BBIGL President.

5.
The Statistician shall:  

a.
collect and compile all results of the BBIGL;


b
publish league standings weekly (team standings only);


c. perform other duties as assigned by the BBIGL President; and

d. organize the end-of-season tournament. 

6.
The Tournament Rep shall:

a. organize the end-of-season Banquet; and 

b. perform other duties as assigned by the BBIGL President

7.
Duties of the Executive Committee: 


(President, Vice-President, Statistician, Secretary, Treasurer and Military Sports Rep)


a.
conduct the business of the league;


b.
amend or alter the by-laws with the F&S DIR approval;


c.
suspend or expel any team or player refusing to accept and obey the ruling of the executive; and

d. deal with all questions arising from emergencies not provided for in the by-laws.

GENERAL

8.
Play shall be IAW the Royal Canadian Golf Association and the by-laws listed below.

9.
Where the RCGA rules and the by-laws differ, the by-laws shall be the final authority.

10.
All games will be played on Wednesdays at the Anderson Park 9-hole golf course.

TEAM COMPOSITION

11.
Team composition shall be as follows:
a. each team must be departmental in nature;

b.
each team must have a minimum of six (6) players on the team list;


c.
all team lists must be registered with the league secretary;


d.
players who are posted in during the regular season are eligible to play;


e.
registered players may not go to other teams without permission from the league (each situation will be dealt with individually);


f.
Only 144  players will play at end year tourney. Players who are on the committees get first choice to play, with remainder to be divided equally between the teams.  All registered players will be able to attend the end of season banquet.

g.
only two (2) golfers from any one team will play on a given play day (Wednesday).



Units with more than one team can use players from their own teams to fill voids.

LEAGUE FORMAT

12.      The league will play a stroke play format; stroke play will mean the total strokes accumulated by both players of one team over 9 holes versus the total strokes of both players from the other team.  The lowest combined total will be declared as the match winner.

13.      If only one player from a team shows, the match may continue, but that one player must take as his partners score on each hole the highest score from his opponents two scores per hole. Example, player 1 & 2, shoot 5 & 6, the one player would take 6 as his partner’s score.

If only one from each team shows, the match may continue as stroke play.

TEE-OFFS

15.      Each team is responsible to show up at least 10 minutes prior to their scheduled tee-off time. Teams may switch tee-off times by contacting the team they are scheduled to play twenty-four (24) hours in advance (must be a mutual agreement).  Teams that change timings must go to the end of the day’s tee-off times or arrange the game to be played before the next weeks play. (Score card must be dropped of to stats in person)   


Stats person must be notified of all changes.

SCORE CARDS

16.
Only one scorecard per foursome, with each teams name and number and tee-off time printed neatly on top.  (Ex.  Some team # 3 vs Other team #15  Tee Off 1330hrs ).   See example at clubhouse.

All scorecards must be signed by 2 players, one from each team, (signifying that the scores are correct) and placed in the designated box (blue) in the lounge of the Anderson Park Clubhouse.  No score card(s) or unreadable scorecard equals a loss awarded to the offending team(s).

Speed of Play

17.   a.To speed up play, use the double par method!   Example. Par 3 max 6 strokes, Par 4 max 8 strokes etc.  If not holding any one up, go   ahead and practice.  Mark max score on card as explained.
       b.
If a ball is hit out of play  (woods, road, out of bounds) the player has 2 minutes from the time he/she gets to there to find the ball.  If the ball is not found he/she may drop a ball anywhere no closer to the hole from the point of entry (Not where it may have ended up). This will count as a one stroke penalty.   If preferred RCGA Rules may be applied with the two minute time limit to find your ball.

       c.
Preferred lies shall be used from tee to green.

WALK OVERS/DEFAULTS  
18.     Each team is allotted 5 no shows for the season. Once team does not show up for 4 games the executive will review the team participation. On the 5th no show the team is eliminated from the regular season and the end of season tournament.
TOURNAMENT

19.
On completion of the league play, a 4-person, best ball, scramble (shot-gun) start, tournament will be held at the Circled Pine Golf Course during the month of September; exact date and timings to be arranged after 1st general meeting of each year with the Circled Pine Golf Club.  Cost TBD.  Team composition for the end of season tournament to be determined by the executive.

REGISTRATION

20.      Registered teams and players must pay a $7 registration fee to the treasurer prior to the cut off date set by the committee.  Teams that do not have the fees paid prior to the cut off date will not be added to the schedule.
AWARDS      

21.      The winning team from the league play will receive a trophy at the end of season banquet.  Prizes will be awarded at completion of year-end tournament upon discretion of the Executive Committee.

SEASON

22.      The regular season will be May to September. 

NOTE:  The above dates are tentative only, and actual dates of play will be determined by the league schedule.
