CFB BORDEN/CFSTG
INTERSECTION SPORTS CONSTITUTION
AUTHORITY

1. The formation of this Military Sports Program is authorized by the Commander CFB Borden/Canadian Forces Support Training Group (CFSTG), and the applicable CFAOs. With regards to the League functions and operation, all policies shall be approved by the CFB Borden/CFSTG Administration Officer (Admin O).

PURPOSE

2. To provide the opportunity for personnel to participate in sports activities at a level commensurate with their abilities.

3. To promote interest, fitness, individual skills and unit morale in all sports throughout CFB Borden/CFSTG.

MEMBERSHIP/ELIGIBILITY

4. Personnel eligible to participate are as follows:
a. all Defence Team Members (DTM) on strength at CFB Borden, including Lodger/Integral Units;
b. members of a foreign force who are attached to or on exchange duty with CFB Borden;
c. DTMs of the CF Reserve Force on Class “A” contract, Class “B” or Class “C” service with CFB Borden/CFSTG, as supported by the applicable DAODs, CFAOs;
d. military members on course at CFB Borden/CFSTG, supported by written authorization from their COs, are permitted to participate in regular season play. To be eligible for the play-offs members must play a minimum number of games in the regular season as specified by each League’s by-laws; and

e. DTMs who are Civilian employees in permanent established position or those on at least a six month fixed term, at CFB Borden/CFSTG, CF Schools or Lodger Units are eligible to participate. If their employment status is terminated during the season, they will NOT be permitted to continue to play until the end of the season in question. Non-uniformed Defence Team Members must have appropriate accident insurance coverage because they are not considered as participating in a work place activity, and therefore, are not covered under Workers’ Compensation guidelines.
5. Personnel who have missed an excessive number of games as a result of illness, injury, extended TD or UN tour may be eligible for play-offs with the written approval of the applicable governing League.

6. Intersection military team members are also allowed to play for the Base representative team.
7. A player who is a member of a Base representative team, if requested, must be allowed to play in an Upper Division if one exists.

8. All civilians, listed in para 4e above, must first sign a Waiver form supplied by the league, prior to participating; League Secretaries and Base Sports Coordinator (Coord) will retain such waiver for the period of one year.  Civilian personnel will be suspended for a period of one year if the waiver is not signed prior to participating in a league sanctioned event.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

9
The Executive Committee of each Intersection Sport shall consist of the following:

a. President; 
b. Vice-President; 
c. Secretary; 
d. Sports Coordinator; and
e. one representative from each participating team.

10.
Additional members such as League Statistician, Treasurer, Chief Official, etc, may be added by the individual Leagues, as required.

11.
The Executive Committee shall be nominated by League members at the beginning of each League’s season. The League Chairman may be appointed by the CFB Borden/CFSTG Admin O.

DISCIPLINE COMMITTEE

12.
The Discipline Committee of CFB Borden/CFSTG Intersection Sports Program shall consist of the following:


a. 
chairperson – 
Fitness and Sports Director (F&S Dir);


b. 
member – Pres/Vice Pres of Ex. League;

c.
member – Sports Coord; and

d.
Ex-officio – Chief Official.
13.
All decisions rendered by this committee may be appealed by writing a memorandum to the chairperson within 24 hrs of receiving the decision of the discipline committee. During the appeal period, the member(s) involved will still serve the suspension until the committee has considered the appeal.

TEAMS

14.
League composition will be decided at the first organizational meeting.

SCHEDULES
15.
All League schedules will be the responsibility of the Sports Coordinator/League Representative.

16.
A team must notify the Sports Coord at least 48 hrs before the game starting time to cancel/postpone a game; otherwise a default will result. 
RULES

17.
The Borden/CFSTG Intersection Sports Program will be governed by the Canadian Amateur Sports Association rules applicable to that sport and the CF National Rule Book.

18.
House League rules will be applied (where necessary) to promote the sport and general safety for all participants.

AWARDS

19.
Awards will be presented as deemed necessary for each Intersectional Sport at the Annual Sports Award Ceremony every April.

VOTING

20.
The following voting procedures shall apply:

a. each member of the executive committee and one representative from each team, will have one vote on all league related issues;

b. in the event of a tie, the President will cast the deciding vote; and

c. all decisions are subject to the approval of the CFB Borden/CFSTG Admin O upon recommendation by the Fitness and Sports Director (F&S Dir).

PROTESTS

21.
In the case of a dispute between teams and officials a protest may be presented in writing, NLT 1200 hrs of the next working day. Protests must be made known during the game as per the applicable sports rule book.
22.
The disciplinary Committee and the Chief Official of the applicable League shall deal with protests. The decision of this committee shall be final.

AMENDMENTS TO BYLAWS

23.
Amendments can be made to the league by-laws and this constitution but are subject to two-thirds majority vote by the executive committee, recommendations of the F&S Dir and final approval by the CFB Borden/CFSTG Admin O.

QUORUM

24.
Two-thirds of the total voting membership shall constitute a quorum.

25.
If the number of members attending a meeting does not constitute a quorum, the president may declare the meeting an extraordinary meeting by the exception and open the meeting. Attendance shall be recorded in the minutes.

26.
A quorum is required for resolution of all league matters except those that are resolved by the Discipline Committee.

MEETINGS

27.
The Sports Coord will hold a general meeting prior to the start of the summer and winter programs to establish League meetings.

28.
League meetings will be called as deemed necessary by the president.

29.
All minutes will be forwarded to the CFB Borden/CFSTG Admin O, the F&S Dir and the Sports Coordinator.

ORDER OF BUSINESS

30.
The following order of business shall be followed at all League meetings:

a. call to order;
b. roll call and introductions of attendees;

c. adoptions of minutes;
d. business arising form the minutes;
e. old business;
f. new business; 
g. open discussion; and
h. adjournment.
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
