BBILL 2011 BY-LAWS

Revised: 26 Apr 2011
TERM OF REFERENCE

1.        The President shall:

a. preside at all Bi-annual, General and Executive meetings;

b. represent the BBILL and speak on its behalf;

c. be responsible for carrying out the duties and responsibilities of the BBILL;

d. cast the deciding vote in the case of a tie vote at any meeting.  He/She shall perform the duties of President and may at his/her discretion, call meetings; 

e. be empowered to deal with appeals that result from protest hearings; and

f. be empowered to deal with special cases.

2.        The Vice-President shall:

a. assume the duties of the President in his/her absence;

b. assume those duties and responsibilities as assigned by the President;

c. deal with all suspensions as provided for in the rules of the game.  Individuals, the team concerned, Referee-in-Chief, President and Military Sports Coord will be notified in writing of the decision.

3.        Team Representatives shall:

a. represent their team at all BBILL meetings; and

b. be the communication link between the BBILL Executive and their team.

4.        The Secretary/Treasurer shall:

a. record and produce minutes of all BBILL meetings;

b. maintain a system of recording team lists and players registration;

c. perform duties as assigned by the President; 

d. be directly responsible to the President;

e. receive and deposit all monies of the BBILL; and

f. control the budget of the BBILL.

5.        The Statistician shall:

a. record all League statistics and keep them up-to-date;

b. keep and distribute an up-to-date statistics board on all teams of the BBILL;

c. be directly responsible to the President; and

d. promote the League using flyers and the Base paper.

6. Terms of Office:  The President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer shall serve in office for a term of one year from the date of the first Annual Meeting.

7.        Fees:  A membership fee shall be set at each first Annual Meeting and charged to all teams comprising the BBILL.  The membership fee is non-refundable.

8.       Definitions:

a. League:  Designated as the BBILL, the League is an intersection League;

b. Team Representatives:  Shall be volunteers from each team and will represent their team at all meetings of the BBILL; and

c. Executive Committee:  deemed to be the President, V-P, Sec and Statistician.

9. Object of BBILL:

a. to develop, encourage and promote Lob-ball in CFB Borden;

b. to initiate and regulate competitions, games and playoffs within its jurisdiction;

c. through its agencies and by appointments, publish and distribute information pertinent to the game of Lob-ball as it becomes feasible and possible.

REGISTRATION 

10. The BBILL is open to all Mil/Civ employees of CFB Borden as per CFB Borden Intersection Sports Constitution.

11. Registration for a team is unlimited. 

12. Players signed with a team and wishing to sign with another team must seek permission from the original team. The league executive must also be informed in writing.

13. Players posted into the base may have their names added to the team list of their unit, if there is room, at the discretion of the team rep.  If there is no room, that player may be added to any team requiring a player.  The team reps of this players unit must inform Base Sports Coordinator that a player is looking for a team.  The Base Sports Coordinator will then send an e-mail to the team reps asking teams if they require players.  Once teams requiring players are made known, the player will make a decision as to the team he/she wishes to play on.  Once the player has made a decision the gaining Team rep is responsible for informing the league executive of changes to the team list.  Twenty-four hours notice must be given prior to the 1st game that any new addition to the team is to play in.

14. Players posted within the base mid season will continue to play with their team for the remainder of the year unless released by the unit sports rep. Notification to the league executive must be submitted to the team rep.
15. At the beginning of the season, a player must play for the unit he/she is on strength at unless released by the unit sports rep.  A release can only be made to allow a player to play for a team he/she played with in the previous season.  Once a release has been made the unit sport rep releasing the player must inform the Vice President and the Base Sports Coordinator.

16. No person will be permitted to play if his/her name is not registered on the team list.

GAME PLAY

17. A minimum of eight players must be present for a team to begin play.  There is a maximum of eighteen players allowed per game.

18. A team must have a minimum of one female player on the field and in the batting order.  If a team does not have the minimum of one female player they will still play but will have a disadvantage as outlined in batting by-law #45.  Another female can only substitute a female.  If there is no female, then a position must be left empty on the field.

19. Start times for all games will be as specified in the schedule.  Teams not having the minimum number of players will be given a ten-minute grace period to have the minimum number of players present on the diamond. 

20. Teams may have up to 15 players placed on the batting order for a given game.

21. If a team has 15 players, all 15 players may appear in the batting order.  Maximum of 10 batters permitted per inning.  If a team has more than 10 players, additional players must be substituted into the game before the start of the 4 innings.  The player that is substituted in will assume the batting order of the player that is substituted out. Re-entry rule will apply. There will be no late players admitted to play after the 1st pitch of the 4th inning.

22. If a player is injured another player will be able to be substituted into the game at any time.  The Player that is substituted in will assume the batting order of the injured player.

23. Each team will keep score on the authorized common sheet and the winning team will be responsible to drop the game sheet, signed by both team reps, to the Commissionaire’s Desk.

24. Duration of play will be governed as follows:

a. A one hour and 20 minute time limit from the start of the scheduled game time. An inning begun prior to the elapse of the time limit will be played out, if necessary.  If the score is tied at the end of the game, the game is considered a draw; 

b. Mercy rule: if a team is leading by 15 or more runs after the 5th inning is completed, that team shall be declared the winner and the game will end; or 

c. If seven innings have been completed prior to the time limit the game is over regardless fo the score.
25. Scoring awarded for games will be as follows 

a. Win – two points; 

b. Tie – one point; and 

c. Loss – no point. 

d. No points issued to either team for game sheets not turned in with in 24 hrs of game played.
26. Teams are allowed to re-schedule games in regular schedule. Notification for re-schedule games must be done by 10:00 hrs the day of the game through the league President or Vice-president. The team requesting a re-schedule must inform the other team and PSP Mil sports rep.  Games not re-scheduled in time will be forfeited. 

27. Authority to cancel game due to weather will be the responsibility of PSP up to 1600. After 1600 the authority rest on the executive member in attendance.

28. If a game is called due to weather, it must be rescheduled if five innings were not completed unless the home team is winning in the bottom of the fifth inning. If a game is delayed due to weather the 

1 hrs and 20 minute time limit will apply. 

29. A team forfeiting more than three games in a season will be subjected to a review by the League Executive to determine its continued participation in the league.

30. All civilian players must sign release and identification forms (waiver) at least 48 hours prior to their participation in the league. Forms shall be forwarded to the PSP League Rep.

31. A player must participate in 25% games in regular season to be able to participate in the Playoffs.

SAFETY

32. JEWELLERY IS NOT TO BE WORN ON THE FIELD WITH THE EXCEPTION OF MEDICAL ALERT WARNING JEWELLERY! 

33. Runners and batters must wear helmets. Catchers must wear mask. 

34. COMMITMENT LINE: a line shall be drawn 2/3 of the distance (approx. 20 feet) from third base to home plate. Once a runner has passed that line with any part of the body he/she may not return to third. If so, it is a forced out at home.

35. To avoid collisions at home plate a scoring line shall be drawn from the foremost closest corner of the plate perpendicular to the third base line and extended to the backstop. To record an out at home a player from the defensive team must be in possession of the ball and in contact with home plate, while a runner has passed the commitment line and before the runner crosses the scoring line.  The defensive player will not be able to tag the base runner between the commitment line and the scoring line. 

36. If a base runner touches home plate while attempting to score the run will not count and the runner will be out. The easy mat is not home plate.
37. A pitched ball must be delivered with at least one foot in contact with the second pitching rubber furthest from home plate for the safety of the pitchers.

38. Any Team that is caught drinking during play will forfeit the game immediately and the team will be eliminated for the rest of the season and there unit will be contacted on there teams conduct. 

39. Steel cleats are not permitted to be warn by any player participating in the IS program. Rubber cleats are the only cleat permitted to be used.

OFFICIATING

40. Members of the two teams playing will officate the game. Teams shall select a primary and secondary official who will officiate from behind the plate while his or her own team is batting. When the primary official is batting or running the teams secondary official shall umpire.

41. With shared officiating responsibilities fair play is an absolute necessity. Polite reminders of playing rules, if deemed necessary, shall be the responsibility of the coach/team reps only. Others shall not become involved; otherwise they will be at risk of ejection from the game and playing area. Officials are acting in a strict voluntary capacity for the benefit of all.  Intimidation and/or confrontation will NOT BE TOLERATED!

42. Over-zealous players shall be brought to the attention of the league president through the use of e-mail.  The e-mail will outline the incident, so that their contributions to the recreational/fun nature of the league can be assessed. The league Executive has the right to suspend players/teams from further participation in the League.

43. Only the team reps and/or team captain may handle disputes on the field.

44. Protest may be lodged with the league president as per para. 21 of the CFB Borden Intersection Sports Constitution.

PLAYING RULES

45. STRIKE ZONE: 

a. A pitched ball must be delivered with at least one foot in contact with the second pitching rubber furthest from home plate, and have between a six and twelve foot arc to be a legal pitch;

b. An illegal pitch must be called by the umpire before the ball crosses the plate; 

c. The ball must touch any part of the easy mat to be called a strike; home plate is not part of the strike zone.
d. Illegal pitches and balls missing the mat shall be declared balls; and a batter may choose to swing at an illegal pitch, and if so the ball becomes a legal pitch. 

46. OUTS. A batter is out when: 

a. A third strike occurs including a ball hit into foul or dead territory after two strikes; 

b. The batter steps outside of the batters box while striking the ball with the bat (one foot outside the batter’s box in contact with the ground or stepping on home plate) and; 

c. The batter intentionally bunts or chops the ball downward. 

47. BASE STEALING: Any runner leaving a base before the batter swings at the ball shall be called out. One courtesy runner will be allowed per inning per team. If a courtesy runner is required it must be the last eligible player in the batting order or a person waiting to be substituted into the game.  A female can only replace a female.

48. BASE RUNNING: 

a. base runners may attempt additional bases when a ball is hit into fair territory; after a fly ball is caught in either fair or foul territory; or when a ball is overthrown and remains in fair territory;

b. runners leaving before a fly ball is caught are out if the ball is thrown to the original base prior to the runner’s return (Appeal play);

c. sliding is allowed at 2nd and 3rd and back into first only. 
d. the orange part of the first base bag shall be used by runners trying for first base only. The defensive player may not touch the orange bag. If a defensive player comes in contact with the orange bag the runner will be called safe.  Offensive Players attempting first base can only touch the orange bag if there is a play at first base. Failing to touch the orange part of the bag will result in an out if there is a play at first base. If a runner is trying for second or more on a hit they may use the white bag if turning toward second base; and

e. Players attempting first base only will be permitted to overrun first base and may turn in any direction to return to first base.

f. if a ball is overthrown and proceeds out of bounds a base runner is entitled to 1 base from the last base touched at the time of the throw. 

49. BATTING: 

a. up to 15 batters can appear in the order, substitution are permitted by other players if available;

b. either three outs or 10 batters per inning except in the 7th inning, where 3 outs must be recorded by the defensive team as this is an open inning to score as many runs as possible.
c. All teams must notify the apposing team of the 10th batter of the inning. The 10th batter cannot walk. This does not apply in the 7th inning as it is an open inning.
d. The female must be placed in the first 10 batters in the order.
e. If a team has less than the mandatory quota of one female her batting position must be made known to the opposing team and her position will count as an out each time her turn comes up. However, no more than nine males can be used in the field. 

f. A female player only in the batting order must substitute a female player. A Female player may substitute a male player but male player can not be a substitute for a female player.
50. Cheat Line

a. There must only be the normal number of infielders of 6 in the in field prior to the ball being hit.

b. All 4 out fielders must be on the grass of the out field prior to the ball being hit.

c. If the out field is in the infield prior to the ball being hit the batter will be awarded first base and all other runners in front of the batter will advance one base.

51. Bats

a. All bats must meet Softball Canada Rules which is the governing rules for the Canadian Forces. All bats being used in the IS program must meet the ASA standards. All new bats will be stamped ASA which will deem them legal to be used in the IS Program.

b. All bats must be stamp ASA 2004. All other bats are deemed illegal and cannot be used in the IS program.

52. Playoffs

a. IS slo-pitch will have a playoff each year which will be a double elimination tournament.

b. All players on each team’s roster must have played 25% of the regular season game to be eligible for the playoffs.
