BASE BORDEN INTERSECTION SOCCER LEAGUE  ( BBISL)

Terms of Reference

1. The President shall:

a. Preside at all Bi-annual, General and Executive Meetings;

b. Represent the BBISL and speak on its behalf;

c. Be responsible for carrying out the duties and responsibilities of the BBISL.

d. Cast the deciding vote in the case of a tie vote at any meeting. He shall perform the duties of the chairman and may at his discretion order the calling of meetings at the request of three (3) members of the Executive Committee. 

e. Be empowered to deal with appeals that result from protest hearings;

f. Be empowered to deal with special cases, ie: eligibility of players; and 

g. Oversee the budget of the BBISL with the treasurer.

2. The Vice-President shall:

a. Assume those duties of the president in his absence;

b. Assume those duties and responsibilities as assigned by the president; and

c. Deal with protest as they arise.

3. Referee-in-Chief shall:

a. Act in an advisory capacity on the BBISL Executive and Protest Committees;

b. Schedule officials for all BBISL games;

c. Ensure that a high standard of officiating be maintained by officials of the BBISL;

d. Provide blank scorekeeping sheets to referees;

e. Be directly responsible to the president; and

f. Be responsible for paying officials.

4. Officials shall:

a. The one man system shall be used in all games;

b. The referee shall be in full control of the game on and off the field. The referee should be especially aware that games are to be kept under control at all times and any player or team official who violates the rules will be penalized accordingly.

c. In the absence of the scheduled referee a referee may be designated if both teams agree to do so prior to the start of a game. The player/referee designated will not be paid for his services.

5. Team Representatives shall:

a. Retain score sheets for all games and drop the official score sheet off at the commissioners desk when their team wins;

b. Represent their team at all BBISL Meetings or represented by another authorized Team Representative; and

c. Be the communication link between the BBISL Executive and their team.

6. Secretary shall:

a. Record and produce minutes of all BBISL meetings;

b. Maintain a system of recording team lists and player registration;

c. Perform duties as assigned by the president; and

d. Be directly responsible to the president.

7. Statistician shall:

a. Record all League statistics and keep them up to date;

b. Act in an advisory capacity on the Executive Committee;

c. Keep an up to date statistics board on all teams of the BBISL; and

d. Be directly responsible to the president.

8.         Treasurer shall:

a. Receive and deposit all monies of the BBISL;

b. Produce financial statements as follows or upon request of the president:

1. Completion of the league activity for the year; and

2. Be directly responsible to the president.

9.       Terms of Office:

The President, Vice President, Secretary, Statistician and Treasurer shall serve in office for a term of one (1) year from the date of the first Annual Meeting.

10.        Fees:

A membership fee shall be set at each first Annual Meeting and charged to all teams comprising the BBISL. Teams shall pay their membership fee by the start of the first scheduled game. Once paid, the membership fee is non-refundable.  Teams that do not have their fees paid shall not play the scheduled game.

11.        Financial Control:

All monies received as fees or other revenues will be placed in a liability account with CFB Borden NPF Accounts in accordance with CFAO 50-20 and A-FN-105-001/AG-001-NPF Accounting Manual, through Fitness and Sports. F&S/ Military Sports.

12.
Objective of BBISL:

a. To develop, encourage and promote Soccer in CFB Borden;

b. To initiate and regulate competitions, games and playoffs within its jurisdiction;

c. Through its agencies and by appointments, publish and distribute information pertinent to the game of Soccer as it becomes feasible and possible; and

d. To do and perform functions as deemed necessary toward the achievement of said objectives.

TEAM AND PLAYER REGISTRATION

13. Schools/Branches/Units/Sections wishing to enter a team in the BBISL shall            submit their team application/Team List in writing to the league.

14. The Executive Committee will place a player or players released by their teams on another team.  Placements of players will start at the last place team moving up to the next highest place team in the standings until the player has been placed. This will not apply in the case of goalkeepers who may be claimed by any team needing such.

15. If a team resigns from the BBISL and if players from that team wish to continue   playing, they will be placed on a draft list. The draft meeting will be called as soon as possible after a request for release from a team has been served to the BBISL Executive.

16. No player shall be allowed to play for or be on the list of two (2) teams at the same time within the BBISL. A player may request a release only once during a season.

17. No player shall be allowed to interchange teams after the last game of the regular season schedule.

18. Eligibility for playoffs requires a minimum of five (2) regular season games, not including suspensions.

19. If a player belonging to a unit wants to start playing with his unit there will be no requirement for draft proposal. If a player outside a unit wants to play there will be a requirement to draft the individual through the executive. If a player within a unit wants to play outside his unit, the member’s unit must first release the individual from the unit; a draft will then be required on his behalf. If a player who plays with a unit team moves to a new unit who does not have a team, the player will keep his/her affiliation to the former team. 

PROTESTS

20. Protests shall be submitted in triplicate; one copy to the opposing team, one copy to the vice president, and one copy to the base sports coordinator.

21. Only the team rep will be able to submit protest on behalf of the team.

22. A team with a protest regarding the game being played, with the exception of player eligibility, shall notify the referee immediately. All protests shall be in writing and supported by evidence and shall be in the hands of the Vice-President of the BBISL and the opposing team within 24 hours of the advertised time of the protest. The time of the protest shall be written on the game sheet. A protest regarding the eligibility of a player shall be submitted to the Vice-President no later than 24 hours after the end of the game.

23. The protests shall be in writing and shall set out the regulation(s) and rule(s) by the number under which the protest was laid, and shall be signed by the team representative of the protesting club. Accompanying the protest shall be a summary of the evidence to be submitted. At the hearing where witnesses are not to be called, documentary evidence may be submitted and must be supported by the representative team.

24. Both clubs will be notified by the BBISL of the date and place and time of the hearing and may be represented at the hearing of the protest. The President of the BBISL will hear all protests as soon as possible and all teams will be notified of the decision.

25. Protests on a referee’s decision will not be considered.

26. Only two (2) competing teams shall have the right to file a protest in regard to any game.

27. If the protest is valid, the protesting team shall win the game protested by a score of One (1) to Zero (0) and all individual statistics eliminated. If the protest is not valid, the game results shall stand.

28. The protesting team shall deposit with the Treasurer the sum of $20.00 prior to the protest Hearing. This money will be held by the Treasurer and will be returned if the protest is won. If the protest is lost then the money will be deposited into the NPF account and put towards the awards banquet. A receipt will be issued to the team if the money is deposited as a result of a lost protest. This shall not apply to a protest that deals with player eligibility.

29. No committee member may be involved in a protest involving his/her team.

DISCIPLINE OF CLUB OFFICIALS AND PLAYERS

31. All managers, coaches, trainers and players shall be subject to the discipline, supervision and control of the BBISL.

32. Any team coach, manager, trainer, player, or official who knowingly makes false 

            representation to the BBISL shall be suspended for a period of time to be  

            determined by the Executive Committee.

33. Any player endangering the safety of any player or official or making a mockery of the   

            game while under the influence of alcohol or drugs, shall be ejected from the game and  

            given a suspension for at least three (3) games as determined by the Executive Committee.

34. Any suspensions by the BBISL Executive Committee of more than one (1) game shall be           with the Right of Appeal.

PLAYING RULES

35. All BBISL games shall be played under the current FIFA rules except as listed herein:

a. teams will play 7 players a side including the goal keeper;

b. teams will be permitted to play as long as they have at least six (5) players including the goal keeper dressed for the game at all times, If a team loses a player at any time the game will be forfeited and the score of 1 – 0 will be applied in favor of the other team, regardless of score;

c. all players are required to wear shin pads;

d. game time shall consist of two (2) 25 minute halves with a maximum of 5 minutes between halves;

e. tie games will stand during the regular season games;

f. teams will have unlimited substitutions and may substitute during any stoppage of play when their team has possession of the ball or when the opposing team has position of the ball and elects to sub.

g. there will be no offside plays called;

h. no player may use a slide tackle to gain possession of the ball from the opposing team; 

i. all games will be played to their entirety; and

j. once the schedule is drawn up there will be no changes made, postponement of games must be approved by the President of the BBISL by no later than 1200 hrs the day before of scheduled game, except in the event of an Act of God, or an authorized military activity being called. Teams in contravention of this ruling shall forfeit the game;

k. Points:

Win = 3

Tie = 2

Loss = 1

NO Show = -1

PLAYOFFS   

36. Top 4 teams of the regular season will advance to playoffs.

Semi Final: 1 game: 
1 plays 4

                                       2 plays 3.

Final: 1 game.

37. All rules and regulations of the BBISL By – Laws shall apply for the playoffs.

38. During the playoffs, if at the end of the second half the game is tied, the game shall be decided with a shootout as per FIFA Shootout rules.

39. No rescheduling a game during the playoffs.

40. No rescheduling games after the last month of regular season.
